Dear Parents,

Nauvoo is almost here!!  We are so excited! - Just a reminder regarding a few loose ends with medical needs/concerns.  

First, with all your initial paperwork, we asked for any specific medical needs or daily prescription medications your child may have, to be addressed.  We have compiled a list from your responses.  If for some reason you do not remember addressing this, and your child does have a medical condition (i.e. allergies, asthma, etc.) please contact a member of the medical team so we can be sure to have the most current information available for your child.  

Second, we need to have all prescription medications come in the original bottle, with original labeling and correct dosing information.  For the safety of all, these will be held by the medical leaders and given at appropriate times.  
Next, please send your child with any over the counter items they may need for the trip. (i.e. Ibuprofen, Tylenol, Benadryl, feminine items, etc.)  If your child does not routinely use over the counter items, but you would like the option for them, should the need arise, please send a written note on the trip with your child giving permission for this.  A limited quantity/variety of medications are available in the first aid kit, but we must have written consent.  Please plan accordingly, as you best know your child’s needs.  
Finally, if there are any special dietary needs you feel you’d like us to know about, please contact one of the medical leaders.  Any allergies or sensitivities should be reported.
